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Senilife

     Senilife is a supplement to treat dogs & cats that may be suffering from senlility. It is used to support overall brain health and mental vigor in elderly dogs & cats. 
 Senilife is a nutritional supplement indicated for the signs of brain aging in elderly dogs and cats which can provide an improved quality of life. Senilife is used in the treatment of age related behavior problems and reduces the need for age related dependencies to the owner. Senilife is safe for use throughout a dog or cat's entire lifetime and may be most effective if given from an early age.
     Senilife is a gel cap that can be given directly to the pet, like any other pill, or can be cut at one end and squirted over the pet’s food. It is available in two sizes: Senilife for cats and dogs under 30 pounds and Senilife XL for dogs over 30 lbs.

What is in Senilife that may help my pet?

Phosphatidylserine: Naturally occurring membrane phospholipid that provides neuronal protection & maintains neuron function in the aging brain
Ginkgo Biloba: Provides antioxidant activity & improved cerebral blood circulation
Vitamin B6 : Helps phosphatidylserine to protect communication between nerves and the brain

Vitamin E: Potent antioxidant that may work with Ginkgo Biloba. Also slows functional deterioration

observed clinically in patients with pathological brain aging.

Resveratrol: A polyphenolic compound found in grapes,it is also protective against

damage from toxic free radicals and beta-amyloid peptides.It may have some value

as a nerve protective agent and for treatment of Alzheimer’s disease in humans.

Is Senilife safe for my pet?

     There are no known drug interactions with Senilife.  There are no reports of toxicity from this product. There is cod liver oil, so if your pet cannot tolerate fatty acid supplements, or is on Atopica you need to discuss this with your veterinarian. 

How do I know if my pet needs Senilife?

     If your pet shows behaviors that may indicate decreased activity in the remembering part of the brain, known as cognitive disorger Senilife may help. The signs of cognitive disorder are more clearly described in dogs than cats. Here is a partial list:

· house-training problems

· apparent memory loss

· disorientation

· confusion

· staring

· wandering

· getting stuck in corners

· waking at the wrong time

· sleeping unusually deeply

· night pacing or vocalizing

· restlessness

· barking

· separation anxiety

· panting

· drooling

· obsessive licking

Progression of clinical signs is very gradual; most owners fail to recognize the early stages.
